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Introduction

Ports and Maritime organization (P.M.O) of the Islamic republic of Iran in
performing its duty and in exercising its prerogative resulting from article 192 of the
Islamic republic of Iran maritime code ,1964 and paragraph 10 of article 3 of p.s.o
manifest , 1970 enabling it to issue any document , certificate or license for ships ,
masters , officers and other ship personnel and also in accordance with the provisions
of the international convention on standards of training, certification and watch
keeping for seafarers (STCW), 1978 as amended adopted by the Islamic consultative
assembly in 1996 and taking into account section A-V/2, paragraph 4 of the STCW
Code develops this "code of practice for conducting Ro-Ro Passenger Ships Safety
training" which is applicable after endorsement by board of executives of Ports &

Maritime Organization.

NOTE: The title of Ports and Shipping Organization changed to Ports And Maritime
Organization dated 29.04.2008 through parliamentary act and approved by Islamic

council assembly.
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Safety Training

1. Objective

The objective of this code of practice is to specify the minimum requirement for conducting the " Ro-Ro

Passenger Ships Safety training.

2. Scope of Application

This code of practice applies to all approved training centers that conduct Ro-Ro Passenger Ships Safety

training,

3. Definition

For the purpose of this code of practice, unless expressly provided otherwise,

Course Completion Certificate or Documentary Evidence

Means a certificate issued through the training center, after successfully completion of training

program by the applicants

Central Monitoring Office
Central monitoring office which is responsible for approving and monitoring

training courses is the Seafarer's standard directorate of the PMO.

Medical Fitness Certificate
Means a certificate issued by the PMO's recognized medical practitioner to the

candidates who found to be medically fit.

Medical Fitness Certificate Issuing Center
Means a center in which candidates are to be tested medically as per requirement

of relevant Code of Practice

PMO
Means Ports & Maritime Organization (PMO) of the Islamic Republic of Iran

Ro-Ro Passenger Ship
Means a passenger ship with ro-ro spaces or special category spaces as defined in

the International Convention for the Safety of Life at Sea, 1974 (SOLAS), as

amended.

STCW Convention
Means international convention on standards of training, certification and watch

keeping for Seafarers, 1978, as amended.
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3.8 Training Center
Means maritime university/center/ directorate/ department/company and/or any

organization conducting maritime training course approved by PMO

4, Responsibilities

4.1 Central Monitoring Office is responsible for revising of this code of practice.

4.2 General Director of Seafarers’ Affairs is responsible for approving amendments to this code
of practice.

4.3 Deputy of Maritime Affairs of PMO is responsible to endorse amendments to this code of
practice on behalf of PMO’s board of executives.

4.4 training centers are to conduct maritime training course in accordance with this code of
practice.

4.5 Central Monitoring Office is responsible for supervising the implementation of this code of

practice in training centers.

5. Procedures:

5.1 purpose of course
course objective
The objective of the course is to achive competencies and proficiencies set out in the section
A-V/2, paragraph 4 of the STCW Code.

5.2 Course duration
5.2.1 A minimum of 3 hours theoretical and 4.5 hours practical for each trainee (total of 7.5
hours).

5.2.2 Maximum daily contact hours for each trainee is 8 hours.

5.3 number of attendees

5.3.1 The maximum number of trainees in each course is 20.

5.3.2 the number of trainees may be increased to 30 when the relevant facilities, teaching
aids and class-room space are increased as per criteria set out in the code of practice for
approving and monitoring training courses and is approved by the Central monitoring

office.
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5.4 Course entry requirement:

The course trainees shall, at least hold;

5.4.1 valid medical fitness certificate issued by a medical practitioner recognized by the
PMO; and
5.4.2 wvalid CoC or rating CoP.

5.5 Expected Knowledge, Understanding And Proficiency

5.5.1 Knowledge of embarking and disembarking passengers and following
the ships procedures for loading and discharging all ro-ro vehicles and
transport units,

5.5.2  Ability to safely carry dangerous goods and secure cargoes,

5.5.3  Ability to undertake stability, trim and stress calculations.

554  Ability to open, close and secure hull opening and maintain hull
integrity.

5.5.5  Ability to monitor and control atmospheres in RO-RO cargo spaces.

5.6 course minimum syllabi

1. Loading and embarkation procedures

Ability to apply properly the procedures established for the ship regarding:

i. Loading and discharging vehicles, rail cars and other cargo transport
units , including related communications; (0.5 hours in theory)

ii. Lowering and hoisting ramps and Setting up and stowing retractable
vehicle decks (0.5 hours in practical exercise)

iii.Embarking and disembarking passengers, with special attention to
disable persons needing assistance. (0.5 hour in theory/ 0.5 in practical

gxercise)
2. Carriage of dangerous goods

Ability to apply any special safeguards, procedures and requirements the

carriage of dangerous goods on board ro-ro passenger ship( 1 hours in theory)
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PMO

1. securing cargoes
Ability to: (1 hour in theory/ 0.5 hour in practical exercise)

i. apply correctly the provisions of the code of safe practice for cargo
stowage and securing to the vehicles, rail cars and other cargo transport
units carried; and

ii. Use properly the cargo securing equipment and materials provided ,

taking into account their limitations

2. Stability trim and stress calculations

Ability to:

i. make proper use of the stability and stress information provided;(0.5 in
practical)

ii. Calculate stability and trim for different conditions of loading , using the
stability calculators or computer programs provided; :(0.5 in practical)

iii.Calculate load factors for deck ; and;(0.5 in practical)

iv.Calculate the impact of ballast and fuel transfers on stability, trim and
stress;(0.5 in practical)

3. Opening, closing and securing hull openings

Ability to:

i. apply properly the procedures established for the ship regarding the
opening, closing and securing of bow , stern and side doors and ramps
and to correctly operate the associated system; and( 0.5 hours in practical
exercise)

ii. Conduct surveys on proper sealing(0.5 hours in practical exercise)

4. Ro-RO deck atmosphere
Ability to:

1. use equipment, where carried, to monitor atmosphere in ro ro

;and(0.5 in practical exercisc)
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ii. Apply properly the procedures established for the ship for ventilation
of ro-ro spaces during loading and discharging of vehicles, while on

voyage and in emergencies. (0.5 hours in theory)

5.7 facilities and equipment required for conducting the course

The minimum facilities and equipment necessary for conducting the theoretical and practical training

are as follows:
1. aclass room with audio-visual facilities,

2. Three or more rooms or room petitioned off with communication between them by VHF

or telephone for aces studies exercises.
3. Laminated ships plan of ro-ro passenger's ship.
4. Equipment list of B.A sets, spare cylinders, protective clothing and their locations on board.
5. abridge logbook for recording events
6. abridge checklist of procedures for

- Muster list for each station,

- Electrical isolation,

- Maneuvering required,

- Message for outside assistance or notification of shore authorities.

7. Course materials.

NOTICE: the practical training required is ship specific. Therefore, all practical
training must be held on board ship. This will in turn ensure that those being
trained become proficient in handling salutations on board the ship on which
they will perform their duties.

5.8 Lecturers and instructors minimum qualifications:
Lecturers and instructors shall have completed a course in instructional techniques (TFT) in one

of the training centers approved by the PMO, and:

5.8.1 hold a Master CoC; and

5-8-2 have at least 12 months sea service on borad passenger ships.
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5.9 assessment and certification

5.9.1 Upon successful completion of the assessment which is carried out during and at
the end of the course, the trainees will be awarded course completion certificate
issued by the approved training center; and

5.9.2 subsequently, upon completion of application form and fullfil other relevant
certification requirements, a certificate of proficiency will be issued by the

Seafarer's Examination and Documents' Directorate of the PMO.

5.10 revalidation/renewal of certificates
CoPs and CoCs will be revalidated and renewed in accordance with provisions of the Codes of

practices for issuing, revalidation and renewing certificates for seafarers.

5.11 course approval

It will be carried out as per code of practice for approval and monitoring of maritime training

COUrses.
