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Introduction

Ports and Organization ( P.M.O) of the Islamic Republic of Iran in performing its
duty and in exercising its prerogative resulting from article 192 of the Islamic
Republic of Iran Code ,1964 and paragraph 10 of article 3 of P.M.O manifest, 1970
enabling it to issue any document, certificate or license for ships, masters, officers
and other ship personnel and also in accordance with the provisions of the revised
International Convention on Standards of Training, Certification and Watch keeping
for Seafarers (STCW 78 as amended), adopted by the Islamic Consultative Assembly
in 1996 and taking into account chapters I to VI of the mentioned Convention
develops this "Code of Practice for Issuing, Revalidating and Renewing Certificates
for Seafarers " which is applicable after endorsement by board of executives of Ports

& Organization.

NOTE: The title of Ports and Shipping Organization changed to Ports and

Organization dated 29.04.2008 through parliamentary act and approved by Islamic 1

council assembly.
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1. Objective
The objective of this Code of Practice is to specify minimum requirements for Issuing,
Revalidating and Renewing Certificates & Recognition endorsements for Seafarers in accordance

with the STCW Convention and national requirements.

2. Scope of Application
This Code of Practice applies for Issuing, Revalidating and Renewing Certificates & Recognition

endorsements for Seafarers.

3. Definition

For the purpose of this Code of Practice, unless expressly provided otherwise,

3.1 Able Seafarer Deck
Means a rating qualified in accordance with the relevant provisions of section 5.5 of this code of
practice.

3.2 Able Seafarer Engine
Means a rating qualified in accordance with the relevant provisions of section 5.5 of this code of
practice.

3.3 Approved
Means approved by the Seafarer's Standards Directorate in accordance with the PMO's codes of
practices.

3.4 Certificate

Means a certificate other than CoC and CoP issued in accordance with the provisions of section
5.6 of this code of practice and stating that the holder has been found qualified to serve in the
specified capacity.

3.5 Certificate of Competency (CoC)

Means a certificate issued for masters, officers and GMDSS radio operators in accordance with
the provisions of section 5.4 of this code of practice and entitling the lawful holder thereof to
serve in the capacity and perform the functions involved at the level of responsibility specified
therein.

3.6 Certificate of Proficiency (CoP)
Means a certificate issued in accordance with the provisions of section 5.5 of this code of

practice to a seafarer, stating that the relevant requirements of training, competencies or

seagoing service in the STCW Convention have been met.

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3.7 Chemical Tanker
Means a ship constructed or adapted and used for the carriage in bulk of any liquid product

listed in chapter 17 of the International Bulk Chemical Code.

3.8 Chief Engineer Officer
Means the senior engineer officer responsible for the mechanical propulsion and the operation

and maintenance of the mechanical and electrical installations of the ship.

3.9 Chief Mate
Means the officer next in rank to the master and upon whom the command of the ship will fall

in the event of the incapacity of the master.

3.10 Company
Means the owner of the ship or any other organization or person such as the manager, or the

bareboat charterer, who has assumed the responsibility for operation of the ship from the ship
owner and who, on assuming such responsibility, has agreed to take over all the duties and

responsibilities imposed on the company by these Codes of practices.

3.11 Course Completion Certificate(CCC)
Means a document issued by the approved training center in accordance with "the code of

Practice for approval and monitoring of training courses”, after successful completion of

training program by the applicant.

3.12 Deck Officer
Means an officer qualified in accordance with the provisions of chapter II of the STCW

Convention.

3.13 Deck Rating
Means a member of ship's deck department who is qualified in accordance with the relevant

provisions of section 5.5 of this code of practice

3.14 Dispensation
Means a document issued as per provisions of the "code of practice for issuance of

dispensation” entitling the lawful holder of a certificate of competency to perform in a higher

capacity than stated in his CoC, for specified period and on a certain ship.

3.15 Engineer officer
Means an officer qualified in accordance with the provisions of regulation 1II/1, III/2 or I11/3

of the Convention

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3.16 Engine Rating
Means a member of ship's engine department, who is qualified in accordance with the relevant

provisions of section 5.5 of this code of practice.

3.17 General Rating
Means a member of ship's crew who is qualified in accordance with the relevant provisions of

section 5.6 of this code of practice.

3.18 GMDSS Radio operator-Restricted operator
Means a person who is qualified in accordance with the relevant provisions of section 5.4 of

this code of practice for performing radio communications in the sea area Al.

3.19 GMDSS Radio Operator-General operator
Means a person who is qualified in accordance with the relevant provisions of section 5.4 of

this code of practice for performing radioc communications in all sea areas.

3.20 Gross Tonnage
Means the volume of all enclosed spaces of a vessel calculated in accordance with relevant

regulations.

3.21 ISPS Code
Means the International Ship and Port Facility Security (ISPS) Code adopted on 12 December

2002, by resolution 2 of the Conference of Contracting Governments to the International
Convention for the Safety of Life at Sea (SOLAS), 1974, as may be amended by the

Organization.

3.22 Liquefied Gas Tanker
Means a ship constructed or adapted and used for the carriage in bulk of any liquefied gas or

other product listed in chapter 19 of the International Gas Carrier Code.

3.23 Engine Operator (MEQ)
Means a person qualified in accordance with relevant provisions of section 5.6 of this code of

practice.

3.24 Master
Means the person having command of a ship

3.25 Medical Fitness Certificate
Means a certificate issued by the PMO's recognized medical practitioner to the candidates who

found to be medically fit.
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3.26 Merchant Ship
Means any ship (other than servicing vessel, mobile offshore platform, fishing and naval

ships) used for carriage of cargoes, passenger and/or provisions.

3.27 Month
Means a calendar month or 30 days made up of periods of less than one month.

3.28 Motor Boat _
Means a boat which is powered by an engine fitted inboard or outboard and connected to the

gear box, shaft and the propeller.

3.29 Motor Boat operator
Means a person qualified in accordance with relevant provisions of section 5.6 of this code of
practice for conning of motor boats.

3.30 Near-Coastal Voyages (NCV)
Means voyages between ports situated in the Persian Gulf and Gulf of Oman (positions from

LAT 22 032' N 0590 48' E to 25 0 04' N 061 0 22' E ) or between Caspian Sea ports.

3.31 Officer
Means a member of the crew, other than the master, designated -as such by national law or

regulations or, in the absence of such designation, by collective agreement or custom.

3.32 Oil Tanker
Means a ship constructed and used for the carriage of petroleum and petroleum products in

bulk.

3.33 On Board Training Record Book
Means training record book approved by the PMO and on board practical and theoretical

training of seafarer shall be fulfilled according to its content.

3.34 Passenger Ship
Means a ship as defined in the International Convention for the Safety of Life at Sea, 1974, as

amended.

3.35 PMO
Means Ports & Organization (PMO) of the Islamic Republic of Iran.

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3.36 Propulsion Power
Means the total maximum continuous rated output power, in kilowatts, of all the ship’s main

propulsion machinery which appears on the ship’s certificate of registry or other official

document.

3.37 Radio Operator
Means a person holding an appropriate certificate issued or recognized by the PMO under the

provisions of the Radio Regulations.

3.38 Rating
Means a member of the ship's crew other than the master or an officer.

3.39 Recognition endorsement

Means a document issued in accordance with provisions of section 5.11 of this code of practice
for recognition of a CoC or CoP issued by another state and entitling the lawful holder thereof
to serve on the Iranian flagged ships in the capacity and perform the functions involved at the
level of responsibilities specified therein.

3.40 Ro-Ro Passenger Ship
Means a passenger ship with ro-ro spaces or special category spaces as defined in the

International Convention for the Safety of Life at Sea, 1974 (SOLAS), as amended.

3.41 Seagoing Ship
Means a ship other than those which navigate exclusively in inland waters or in waters within,

or closely adjacent to, sheltered waters or areas where port regulations apply.

3.42 Seagoing service
Means service on board a ship relevant to the issue or revalidation of a certificate or other

qualification.

3.43 Second Engineer Officer
Means the engineer officer next in rank to the chief engineer officer who has been qualified in

accordance with the relevant provisions of section 5.4 of this code of practice and upon whom
the responsibility for the mechanical propulsion and the operation and maintenance of the
mechanical and electrical installations of the ship will fall in the event of the incapacity of the

chief engineer officer.

3.44 Second Officer
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Means an officer in charge of a navigational watch qualified in accordance with the relevant

provisions of section 5.4 of this Code of practice.

3.45 Seagoing service documentary evidence
Means a document issued by the shipping companies attesting the seagoing service of a
seafarer.

3.46 Servicing Vessels

Means vessels other than ships engaged in transporting goods or passengers, tankers, MoDUs,
fishing vessels and military vessels. Servicing vessels include dredging vessels, tugboats,
salvage vessels, SAR vessels, bunker vessels, pilot vessels, pipe laying vessels, crew transport
vessels, supply vessels and buoyage maintenance vessels.

3.47 Ship's Cook
Means a person who is directly responsible for maintaining provisions and preparing food for

ship's personnel and is qualified in accordance with the relevant provisions of section 5.6 of

this Code of practice.

3.48 Ship Security Officer
Means the person on board the ship, accountable to the master, designated by the Company as

responsible for the security of the ship, including implementation and maintenance of the ship
security plan and for liaison with the company security officer and port facility security
officers and is qualified in accordance with the relevant provisions of section 5.5 of this Code

of practice.

3.49 STCW Convention
Means international convention on standards of training, certification and watch keeping for

seafarers, 1978, as amended.

3.50 STCW Code
Means the seafarers’ training, certification and watchkeeping (STCW) code as adopted by the

1995 conference resolution 2, as it may be amended by the international organization.

3.51 Third Engineer Officer
Means an officer in charge of an engineering watch qualified in accordance with the relevant

provisions of section 5.4 of this Code of practice.
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3.52 Training center
Means university/center/directorate/department/company and/or any organization conducting

training course that have been approved by the PMO.

3.53 Unlimited Voyages
Means voyages not limited to the near coastal voyages.

4. Responsibilities

For achieving objectives set out in this code of practice the implementing and monitoring

responsibilities, other than those specifically specified otherwise, are as follow;

4.1 Seafarer’s Standard Directorate is responsible for revising this code of practice.

4.2  General Director of Seafarers' Affairs is responsible for approving amendments to this
code of practice.

4.3 Endorsing amendments to this code of practice will be carried out by the PMO’s board of
executives,

4.4  Offices mentioned in appendix 3 are responsible for issuing, revalidating and renewing
certificates and recognition endorsements for seafarers.

4.5  Seafarer's Standard Directorate is responsible for implementing section 5.10 of this code
of practice.

4.6  General Director of Seafarers’ Affairs is responsible for supervising the proper
implementation of this code of practice.

47  Seafarers' Examination & Documents Directorate on behalf of General Director of
Seafarers' Affairs, is responsible for supervising the proper implementation of this code
of practice in port offices.

5. Procedures:

Any certificate or recognition endorsement shall be issued after ensuring the authenticity of
required documents. Issuing, revalidating and renewing certificates and recognition endorsements

Note 2: Maximum 25% of the total seagoing service requirements for certification could have been
served on servicing  vessels provided that the applicant has served for a period of at least 4 times
of such period on board servicing vessels.

Note 3: It is required to have at least 6 months seagoing service on merchant ships of GT>500
engaged on unlimited voyages.

Note 4: Bachelor of Science (navigation) students from PMOQ's approved training centers, if have
successfully passed basic training syllabus, may request to receive basic training CoP before joining
on board as deck cadet.

Note 5: Ship's master testimonials of steering and efficient deck hand, issued during on board
training, is acceptable in lieu of relevant CCC.

Note 6: Holders of diploma and associated degree in navigation from approved vocational schools or
similar educational institutions of the Ministry of Education or the Ministry of Science and

Technology, are exempted from passing basic safety training and Efficient Deck Hand courses. If

applied for, the basic safety training CoP may be issued.

The sea service on merchant ships to be approved shall have the following

Each independent evaluation report be submitted to the IMO Secretary-General
in accordance with Section A- I/7, paragraph 4 of the STCW Code, within 5
months of its completion;

The steps taken for implementation of mandatory amendments to STCW
Convention & Code within previous 5 years be submitted to the IMO Secretary-
General in accordance with Section A-1/7, paragraph 6 of the STCW Code, at the
same time as submitting independent evaluation report;

If clarifications and/or additional information in respect of the report and/or
information mentioned in above paragraphs are requested by the IMO, the
General Directorate of Seafarers' Affairs prepares the requested clarifications
and/or additional information as soon as possible and they are sent to the IMO;
and

The Safety Committee (MSC) of the IMO has identified Iran in accordance with
regulation 1/7, paragraph 3.2 of the STCW Convention, as Party that gives full

and complete effect to the relevant provisions of the STCW Convention.

5.29 Transitional provisions

5.29.1 Until 21.03.2015, issuance and recognition of certificates in accordance with the

provisions of the STCW Convention which applied immediately prior to

01.01.2012 (STCW95) in respect of those seafarers who commenced approved
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seagoing service, an approved education and training program or an approved
training course before 01.07.2013, will continue.

5.29.2 Until 21.03.2015, renewal and revalidation of certificates and recognition
endorsements in accordance with the provisions of the STCW Convention which
applied immediately prior to 01.01.2012 (STCW95), will continue.

5.29.3 After 01.07.2013, all training courses shall be conducted in accordance with the
revised PMO codes of practices (STCW2010); and
